Q: Will you place directional or welcome signs for Little Italy?
A: That type of signage is not part of this project. However, the City can consider it as a
separate initiative. The request can be made through the City’s Division of Planning.

Q: What is the schedule for completion of Whole Foods?

A: We are in constant discussions and coordination with Whole Foods. They indicate they
plan to open late this year.

Q: Are there plans for easy access from Central Avenue to |-837?

A: There are no plans in this contract.

Q: When will the pump noise and vibration stop or lessen?

A: The pump is necessary as a dewatering mechanism to ensure there is no flooding and to
control groundwater tables during utility installation. We have adjusted its position on
several occasions and have added exhaust components to help reduce noise. We will
need this pump until the Fleet St intersection is complete which is in approximately 1 year.

Q: When will we be able to walk across the promenade?

A: We anticipate this to open in June 2019.

Q: South Caroline Street is backed up every morning and | can’t get out of my condo due to
gridlock because of reduced lanes.

A: We are coordinating with Whole Foods regarding their necessary closures. We will

consider providing traffic control.
